Propylene Glycol Solution (solar loop)
¾ Copper Tubing (with high temperature rubber insulation), 80 feet one-way
The flat plate solar thermal collector, about 4 feet by 7 feet, is capable of collecting over 20,000 BTUs per day.  Configured to thermo-siphon the water in a standard tank, the system should collect about 5 Million BTUs per year.  The system is nearly maintenance-free, requiring an inspection and/or replacement of propylene glycol every 3 to 5 years.
Toxic-free and all organic, the Annapurna is a center for self healing.  The Annapurna replaced its old hot water heater in 2005 with a larger hot water tank, to accommodate the solar hot water system installed in 2006.
The solar hot water system was developed by Olympic Energy Systems, Inc.  Sunrise Heating performed the heating equipment installation.  Greenspace (Design & Landscape Ltd) installed the collector.  Olympic Energy Systems emphasizes energy awareness, conservation, and efficiency measures first and foremost, above and beyond installation of renewable energy systems.
